STREET LIGHTING METERS

The department of Trade, Energy and industrialization meter database as per June, 2023
-had a total number of 126 undisputed street lighting meter accounts, with an outstanding
bill of Kshs. 9,933,982.92 as at February, 2025, leaving the 98 meter accounts of 222

meter accounts as disputed (subject to verification).
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Our department recently had engagement with KPLC on the contentious meter accounts,
and requested for a joint meter verification exercise which was done in all the nine sub-
counties in order to validate the accuracy of the disputed accounts. The compilation of
findings is currently in progress, and the final report is expected to be completed and

shared by June, 2025.

THE PUBLIC FINANCE MANAGEMENT (BUNGOMA COUNTY TRADE
DEVELOPMENT LOANS FUND) REGULATIONS, 2023
Short title
1. These Regulations may be cited as the Public Finance Management (Bungoma
County Trade Development Loans Fund) Regulations, 2023.
Interpretation
2. In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires—

“Applicant” means a person who submits a formal application for consideration of
the Bungoma County Trade Development Loans Fund;

“County Chief Officer” mieans the County Chief Officer for the time being
responsible for matters relating to trade;

“County Committee” means the Bungoma County Trade Development Loans Fund
Committee established under Regulation 10;

. “County Executive Committee Member” means the County Executive Committee
Member for the time being responsible for matters relating to trade;

“Fund” means the Bungoma County Trade Development Loans Fund established
under Regulation 3;

“Fund Administrator’ means a person appointed to manage day to day affairs of the
County Trade Devélopment Loans Fund under Regulation 6;

“Loanee” means an applicant whose loan request has been approved and granted
under these Regulations;

“Person” includes a company, association or other body -of persons whether
. ; SRp p
incorporated-or unincorporated;

“Prescribed” means prescribed by.th_e County Executive Committee Member;

“Secretariat” means the Bungoma, County Trade Development Loans Fund
Secretariat established under Regulation 20;

“Successful applicant” means a person who meets all the required qualification and
selected by the County committee to receive the trade loan;

“Unsuccessf(ll applicant” means a person who fails to meet the minimum required
qualifications to receive the trade loan; and

“Ward Committee” means the Ward Trade Development Loans Fund Committee
established under Regulation 15.

Establishment of the Fund

3. (1) There is hereby established a Fund to be known as the Bungoma County
Trade Development Loans Fund.
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(2) The Fund shall be a body corporate with a common seal, and shall have power
to acquire, own, possess and dispose of property, and to contract, and to sue and be sued
in its own name.

(3) The Fund shall exist for a period of ten years. The authority to extend the fund
lifespan to a period greater than ten years shall be sought from the County Executive

Committee and the County Assembly.
Objectives of the Fund
4. The object and purpose of the Fund shall be to—

(a) establish a legal and institutional framework to facilitate access to affordable
- credit by resident micro, small and medium scale entrepreneurs;

(c) improve livelihood; and
(d) increase revenue collection.
Guiding Principles of operating the Fund

Composition of the Secretariat

(a) Fund Administrator who shall head the Secretariat;

(f) Fund Legal Officer; and _

Functions of the Secretariat

22. The secretariat provides technical, financial and legal expertise to the
beneficiaries of the Fund. In the performance of its functions, the secretariat shall—

operations -of the Fund amongst stakeholders;

(b) provide capacity building to loanees to ensure the effective use the funds
borrowed under-these Regulations;

(c) develop framework that will ensure an open, transparent and efficient use of
funds borrowed under these Regulations;

(d) conduct research and gap analysis to ensure continuous performance
improvement of the Fund,;

(e) assist micro, small and medium enterprises, where the Secretariat considers it
necessary, to design, identify, select, prioritise, appraise, evaluate and negotiate
investment opportunities that will result in maximum benefits;

() maintain a record of all. Fund documentation;

(g) assist the County Executive Committee Member in formulating guidelines and
standard documentation required under these Regulations; and

(h) carry out such other functions as may be conferred on it by the County

Eligibility criteria for the loan
23. Anapplicant shall qualify for the loan if the applicant is —
(a) aKenyan citizen;
(b) eighteen (18) years of age and above with a national identity card;

(c) must have been in business for at least six moriths prior to making the
application;

(d) should operate from a business premise or location;

(e) based and operating business within Bungoma County;

(f) holder of a bank account with any reputable financial institution; and
(g) meets all other conditions as set-out in these Regulations.

Application for loans

24, (1) Every trader wishing to be considered for the issuance of a trade
development loan shall make an application to the Fund Administrator through the Ward
Committees in the prescribed form provided for in the Second Schedule.

(2) The Ward Committee shall consider the following during the vetting process—

(a) the purpose for which the loan is required,;

(b) ability of the Business to generate enough funds to repay the loan;

(2) In considering the total amount a successful applicant is eligible to receive, the
County Committee shall take into account the following—

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Loan Repayments
26. (1) A successful applicant will be allowed a two month grace period upon the
disbursement of funds before the commencement of repayment of the loan.

(2) The loan repayment period shall be a maximum of two years from the end date
of the grace period in accordance with the Regulations and depending on the value of the
loan as contained in the Fourth Schedule of the Regulations.

(3) Interest rateon all loans shall be 5% per annum.

Recovery of a loan in case of default

27. Where there is sufficient evidence that a beneficiary of the trade development
loan is likely to breach or fail to comply with any condition or term of repayment of the
loan, the Fund Administrator may forthwith—

(a) recover all the loan or any amount remaining unpaid including interest as a
civil debt;

(b) enforce or realize any security offered in relation to the loan;

(c) engage the guarantor as under regulation 24 (2) (D;

(d) engage the services of a debt recovery agent as long as such actions remain
within the limits of the funds budgeted administrative expenses for the given
particular year; and '

() give a notice of not less than 30 days of their intention to recover all amount of
loan and interest outstanding.

Registry and Documents

28. To ensure prudent Fund management, the Secretariat shall maintain an efficient

and effective loan monitoring and tracking system that shall include the following—

(a) Loans register;

(b) Disbursement schedule;

(¢) Loan field report forms;

(d) Copies of the identity card.of the loanee;

(€) Passport photos of the applicants;

(f) Permanent physical address of the loanee;

(g) Copies of guarantee forms

(h) Vetting and appraisal forms; and

(i) Copies of business licenses and permits.
Fund Bank Account

29. The Fund Administrator shall seek authority in writing to open and operate

bank accounts of the Fund from the County Executive Committee Member responsible
for finance.

Bank Account Signatories

30. (1) The signatories to the Collection bank account opened under Regulation 29
above shall be the Courty Chief Officer résponsible for matters of the County Treasury
and County Chief Officer responsible for matters of Trade.
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(2) The signatories to the Operation bank account opened under Regulation 29
above shall be the County Chief Officer responsible for matters of Trade and the Fund

Administrator.

Planning and Budgetary Process

31. (1) The budget making process shall be done in accordance with section 125 of
the Public Finance Management Act, 2012.

(2) The Fund shall prepare its budget in accordance with the budget proceéss making
for county governments in any financial year which. shall consist of the following

stages—

(a) integrated development planning process which shall include both long term
and medium term planning;

(b) making overall estimation of the Fund’s revenues and expenditures;

(c) preparing budget estimates for the Fund and submitting estimates to the
County Treasury for onward forwarding to County Assembly;

(d) apprdving of the estimates by the County Assembly;

(e) enacting an 'appropriation law and any other laws required to implement the
County Government’s budget;

(f) implementing the Fund’s budget; and
(g) accounting for and evaluating, the Fund’s budgeted revenues and expenditures.

(3) The County Executive Committee member for finance shall ensure that there is
public participation in the budget process.

Audit

32. The Fund shall be audited and reported upon by the Auditor-General in
accordance with the provisions of the Public Audit Act, 2015.

Appeals and reviews

33. Any applicant aggrieved by the decision of the County Committec may appeal
to the County Executive Commiittee Member responsible for matters relating to trade
within 14 days from the date of communication of the decision.

Power to issue guidelines

34. (1) . The County Executive Committee Member for Finance shall issue
guidelines generally for the better carrying out of the provisions of these Regulations, and
without prejudice to the foregoing, may issue guidelines in respect of the following:

(a) the receipt, processing and approval of applications for loans and the granting
of loans to applicants; '

(b) the preparation and maintenance of loanees' records;
(C) the withdrawal, recovery and cancellation of loans;

(d) the setting-up.of procedures for dealfng with loan defaulters.
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Winding up of the Fund
35. The County Executive Committee Member for Finance may wind up the Fund
with the approval of the County Assembly and upon winding up —
(a) the Fund Administrator shall pay any amount remaining in the Fund into the
County Exchequer Account;
(b) the County Executive Committee Member for Finance shall with approval of
County Assembly pay any deficit in the Fund from the County Exchequer
Account; .
(c) all assets of the Fund will be absorbed into the County in a manner proposed
‘by ‘the County Executive Committee Member with the approval of the
County Executive Committee. .
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FIRST SCHEDULE (r. 19 (1))

PROVISIONS AS TO THE CONDUCT OF BUSINESS AND AFFAIRS OF THE
COMMITTEES

Meetings

1. (1) The Committees shall meet at such place within the County as the respective
chairpersons may determine and the meetings shall be convened by the chairpersons.

(2) The Committees shall have quarterly meetings in every financial year and not
more than three months shall elapse between one meeting and the next meeting.

(3) Unless three quarters of the members otherwise agree, at least. seven days'
notice in writing of a meeting shall be given to every member by the Fund Administrator
for the County Committee and the Ward Administrator for the Ward Committee.

(4) At the first meeting of the County Committee, the chairperson shall be the
County Chief Officer in the County Department for the time being responsible for
matters relating to trade, thereafter, the committee shall elect a chairperson from among

the members appointed in Regulation 10 (1) (d).

(5) At the first meeting of the Ward Committee, the chairperson shall be the Ward
Administrator, thereafter; the committee shall elect a chairperson from among the
members appointed in Regulation 15 (2) (c).

(6) The chairpersons may; at their discretion or at the written request made by at
least half of the members of the Committees and. within seven days of the request,
conveneé an exfraordinary meeting at such time ard place as he/she may appoint.

(7) Meetings shall be presided over by the chairpersons or in their absence the vice-
chairpersons: o '

(8) The members of a Committees shall elect a vice- chairperson from among
themselves—

(a) at the first sitting of the Committee; and

(b) whenever it is necessary to fill the vacancy in the office of the vice-
chairperson. v

(9) Where the chairperson or vice-éhaifﬁcfson is absent, the members shall appoint
from among themselves, a person to chair the meeting of the Committee.

(10) The Committees may invite any person to attend any of its meetings and to
participate in its deliberations, but such person shall not have a vote in any decision of the
Committee.

Conflict of interest

2. (1) If any person has a personal or fiduciary interest in a project, proposed
contract or ary matter before the Coinmittee, and is present at a meeting of the
Committee at which any matter is the subject of consideration, that person shall as soon
as is practicable after the commencement of the meeting, declare such interest and shall
not take part in any consideration or discussion of, or vote on any question touching such
matter. '

(2) A disclosure of interest made under subparagraph (1) shall be recorded in the
minutes of the meeting at which it is made. :

3. (1) Subject to subparagraph (2), the quorum of the meeting shall not be less than
half of the appointed members of the Committee.

(2) Where the persons present at a meeting of the Committee do not constitute the
quorum necessary to hold a meeting under these Regulations or where by reason of
exclusion of a member from a meeting, the number of members present falls below the
quorum ‘necessary to hold a meeting, the Committee shall postpone the consideration of
the matter in question until there is a quorum.

Voting

4. A question before the Committees shall be decided by simple majority of the
members present and voting and the chairperson shall, in the case of an equality of votes,
have a casting vote. :

Rules of Procedure and minutes
5. The Commuittees shall—
(a) determine rules of procedure for the conduct of their business; and

(b) keep minutes of their proceedings and decisions.

Response to the Recommendations Made By The County Assembly On The County
Trade Loan Development Loan Fund

On the issue of the gazettement of the regulations we did finalize the process
establishment of the County Trade Development Loan Fund regulation and gazetted it on
the 25" September 2023

On the development of proper record management system, we did automate our loan
management system but we have been unable to pay the annual soft assurance for the last
5 years since the fund was dormant making it hard for us the access the system. We have
however engaged the system vendor to discuss the modalities of payment as well as for
system updates to be made to ensure efficiency

On the loan recovery although we did issue the demand notices to all the loan defaulters
we have been unable to enhance recovery. We are however in the process of procuring
the services for debt collectors to enforce the recovery of all the outstanding loans.

On the submission of the Periodic Reports such as the quarterly and annual reports we
will to assure the committee we are fully compliant since we have prepared and
forwarded all the quarterly and annual financial statements

On staff loans we effected the loan recovery on check off as tabulated below following
the resolution of the CHRAC as had been recommended by the County Assembly

In response to ensuring that we have a convenient platform for the public to repay their
loans I wish to assure you that we have a loan management system with a Pay bill NO
494855 and the ID as the Account this however comes at a cost since the system requires
payment of annual software assurance as well as internet connectivity since it is web
based.

‘We have partnered with the Kenya Institute of Business Studies and Equity Foundation to
ensure the traders are properly trained and sensitized. This will however also come at a



cost since we will have to buy stationery, book training venues, offer lunch to trainecs,
pay facilitators as well as offer certificates to participants.

o On conducting due diligence for the trade loan portfolio on the status of the trade Joan
beneficiaries although we tasked the ward administrators to engage the village
administrators to collect data to help us make informed decision on the future of the
fund. There has been low response from the administrators to enable us do data validation
to ensure integrity of our data in the system and avoid future audit queries on the loan
portfolio. This has majorly been due to lack of funds to facilitate the administrators to
carry out that exercise

a  On the issue of the discontinuation of the fund, attached is the hst of the loan beneficiaries
for June and July disbursements. There were no more loan disbursements after the letter
to the honorable house.

e On the issue of expenditure although we agree that the expenditure exceeded the 3%
administrative cost on administration of fund, I have looked at both the internal and
external auditors report and to the best of my knowledge on the case on the lawfulness
and cffectiveness in use of the public resources and we confirm that nothing has come to
our attention to cause us to believe that the public resources have not been applied
lawfully and in an effective way.

» Wec however strive lo cnsure that the expenditure is within the 3% administrative cost
although this has been a challenge a due to the low loan repayment leading to decrease in
interest on loans, lack of budgetary allocation from exchequer, insufficient funds
allocated to trade loan fund and the department which would ordinarily compliment the
activitics of the fund

s We have to prepare and submit the budgets to the county trade development loan fund
and committee for approval and onward submission to finance for approval by the
honorable house as recommended.

s On the full disclosure of all our expenses we did issue all the copies of the approved
budgets for all the administrative expenses, bank statements, copies and counterfoil of all
cheques and all vouchers for both income and expenditures to the internal and external
auditors. A copy of the same was also issued to the committee for their review during the
interrogation and preparation of this report.

e On the capacity building of the fund administrator, ward committee and the board. We do
acknowledge the gap. We however did induct both the county and ward committees upon
their nominations. The continuous training has however been hampered by the
insufficient funds for the administration of the fund.
